Smart living in Swedish
The first BoKlok homes for the German market
Hofheim-Wallau, 13th of January 2010. „Smart living“, that is how the name of the Swedish housing concept BoKlok can be translated, that now also in Germany will offer well planned, affordable homes of good quality. You are right if you come to think of IKEA when you hear the idea: BoKlok was in the middle of the 90’s founded by IKEA and the Swedish building company Skanska; to offer people in Sweden affordable housing of good value and quality. Today there are about 4.000 BoKlok dwellings in Sweden, Norway, Denmark, Finland and Great Britain. 

In Germany, BoKlok is starting in Offenbarch, Nürnberg, Wiesbaden and Hofheim. Franchise-partner in Germany will be the house manufacturer Bien-Zenker AG. In this first phase there will be built around 60 terraced houses and 20 apartments. The 
2-storey multi family building will contain six apartments with one-, two- or three-bedrooms. The terraced houses will have a spacious living-dining area, two or three bedrooms and are characterized by a bright and friendly design. All the dwellings will be produced in a Scandinavian style, with a sustainable wooden frame construction. The houses will match the German energy classification Kfw 70. A terraced house will in Offenbach for example cost from 179.500 Euro including land, the smallest apartment 99.500 Euro. 

The sales start is planned for the end of April. A show home can be visited at the IKEA store in Hofheim-Wallau from the beginning of March. The first residents will be able to move in during winter 2010. Additional locations are in the plans. The dwellings will be sold directly from BoKlok at the local IKEA store. Interested parties will find more information about the projects at www.boklok.com and there fill in and submit an interest form. The first sales events will take place at the IKEA stores in Hofheim-Wallau, Hanau, Fürth und Frankfurt-Niedereschbach. The timing of the events will be posted at the local websites of the above mentioned IKEA stores and through ads in local papers. To give all the same chance to acquire these price worthy BoKlok dwellings, anyone interested has to put down their application form in a box. The people who will be offered to buy and also invited to a project information meeting will be determined through a draw of lots at the end of the day.
